DAY 1 Upon arrival Miri Airport, meet and greet by our friendly representative then proceed for Miri City Tour – 3hrs , 
Tour features Malaysia 1st  Oil Well or The Grand Old Lady located at Canada Hill, The largest Taoist Temple in 
South East Asia, Miri City Fan, Miri Heritage Centre (handicraft & souvenir) and visit Tamun Muhibbah ~ the 
local farmers market-you can find various tropical fruit and vegetable.

It is 
the world’s largest water village with 30,000 people living in houses on stilts snaking along the banks of the 
Brunei River in the heart of Bandar Seri Bagawan, Istana Nurul Iman , which is the Sultan’s Royal Palace and  
Jerudong Park  – the Sultan’s polo ground. Lunch will be provided at local restaurant. We shall return to Miri in 
the late afternoon with fond memories of Brunei Darussalam.
